In addition to his contributions as Chapter President and Board 
Member, Tim will be remembered by many in the HVAC industry as the Chair of 
very successful ASHRAE BC Chapter Trade Shows and Technical Seminars.  
Most recently,  Tim was the Chair of a the ASHRAE BC Interior Section Trade 
Show and Seminar  held at Thompson River University in Kamloops in Septem-

ber 2009. 

Timôs contributions were recognised by ASHRAE with a Chapter Service Award 

and Life Membership. 

While everyone knew him as ñTimò, whenever our chapter received member-
ship information, it always showed him as ñLyleò.  In a conversation with Timôs 
wife, Gail, after the sad news of Timôs passing, we finally found out why he was 
known to all as Tim.  When he was born, he weighed 2 lbs and 4 ounces, and 
was referred to in the hospital as ñTiny Timò.  This name stayed with him for  

rest of his life!  
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
